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Description
The scope of the journal includes theoretical, computational and experimental mechanics of solids and fluids and mathematics related to these fields. Examples of possible topics are static and dynamic analyses of strength of structures, multibody dynamics, fluid mechanics, interaction of fluids and structures, design of structures and machines, structural optimization, functionality of structures in extreme conditions, smart machines and structures, vibration mechanics, contact mechanics, rotor dynamics, fracture mechanics and fatigue, thermomechanics, soil and rock mechanics, material technology, new materials, optimal control of dynamic systems, FEM, biomechanics, micromechanics, industrial and medical applications of mechanics, and teaching of mechanics and strength of materials.

The manuscript should be submitted in electronic form to the editor-in-chief or to the guest editors in the case of a special issue. The recommended length of an article is of about 10–20 pages. Please, be sure that you use the latest template and class-file by checking it from the journal’s web-site http://rakenteidenmekaniikka.journal.fi/index. This instruction file is dated 5.3.2017.
By submitting a manuscript to the journal RakenteidenMekaniikka, the author/authors permits the publication of an accepted article on the website of the journal under the CC BY-SA 4.0 license. Details of the Creative Commons licenses can be found from the webpage http://creativecommons.org/.

http://www.tenk.fi/sites/tenk.fi/files/HTK_ohje_2012.pdf. All the manuscripts submitted to the journal will be peer reviewed by at least two experts and performed in

line with the quality and ethical criteria imposed by the scientific community.
Predefined styles
At the top of the first page the name of the journal and volume, year, issue number and the page numbers are placed using the style JournalHeader.  For the title of the article 
there is the style ArticleTitle after which the author names are placed using the  Authors-style. The abstract style is named as Summary.  The word Summary should be written in front of the summary-text using the Lucida-Sans font as in this model. The style of the key words is Keywords. 
After key words the body of the text begins. Section headings are written as bold using the style SectionTitle. After the heading the first paragraph should not be intended. Use the SectionText style for the first paragraph after heading. The other paragraphs should be intended 6 mm, the corresponding style is SectionText2. Sections could be divided into subsections. The subsection headers are written in italic using the style SubsectionTitle, see the section Figures and tables. 
The font of the text is Times New Roman, except in the title of the article and in the section and subsection headings, where Lucida Sans-font should be used.
Please notice: in the title and section headings use capitals minimally, as in an ordinary sentence.
Mathematical formulas
Mathematical equations should be centered as in the  Equation-style and the equation numbers are placed in the right-hand side as in the example formula (1).
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Matrices and vectors should be distinguished from scalars by using bold face symbols. Another way to mark vectors is to place an arrow above the symbol.
Remember also that operators should be written in upright font.
Figures and tables
Figures
Figures should be clear and legible. In the online journal colour figures can be published, but the author should verify that the illustrations are comprehensible also when printed black and white. Figure captions are written below the figure using the style FigureCaption with 11 pt. font size.  See Figure 1. 
When placing the figures (and also tables) in the text avoid excessive fragmentation of the page. It is recommendable to place the figures and tables either on the top or at the bottom of the page.
Tables

Table captions should be placed above the table with the style TableCaption using 11 pt. font size. In Table 1 predefined styles for the journal Rakenteiden mekaniikka have been listed.  Use 11 pt. font size also in text inside the tables.

Tables should be made clear and easy to read. The following simple rules should be remembered:

1. Do not use vertical rules.

2. Do not use double rules.
3. Put the units in the column heading, not in the body of the table.
4. Always precede a decimal point by a digit; thus 0.1 not just .1.
5. Do not use ”ditto” signs or any other such convention to repeat a previous value. In many circumstances a blank will serve just as well. If it won’t then repeat the value.

However, try to avoid such kind of listings. A more concise version is given as: (i) don’t use vertical lines, (ii) don’t use double lines, (iii) write the units in the heading of each column, not inside the tabulated material, (iv) write always something before the decimal dot and (v) don’t use ant kind of “see above”-like phrases.
